His workshop notes and Toolkit are valuable resources for our African partners to take back to their organizations for implementation.  As Stu shared during the workshop, even if only one or two of the tools in the toolkit are implemented then the workshop will have been a success.

Prior to Stu’s trainings, Menno and I facilitated 1½ days of sessions on planning together for capacity-building. A summary of this consultation is provided in a separate MS Word attachment in my e-mail.  WRCanada will be using this information for planning future conferences and trainings. · Most WRCanada development program expansion for the next few years will be with existing southern partners, countries and sectors (microfinance, food security and water security). An exception is the recent introduction of support for China water supply work with CEDAR Fund, Hong Kong.

· We have provided some financial support to WRUSA for the design and testing of a Christian version of a curriculum for preventive training on HIV/ AIDS for microfinance. 

· We wish to document more the spiritual impact of our programming.  Assistance that our southern partners can provide towards this will be much appreciated.

· We wish to document more the overall organizational strategy of our southern partners. WRCanada partners that have a current strategic plan for their organization are requested to send us a copy (if you haven’t done so already).
· We encourage all partners to as much as possible send all project documents in electronic/ e-mail form (for our easy storage and retrieval).

· For Canadian legal reasons we have had to revise our Project Agreement format for all new projects.
· WRCanada has a Projects Criteria policy, and we rely on our knowledge and experience to guide our work. We are now beginning to develop sectoral checklists that will document key issues in each of the sectors we typically engage in.  These checklists will be used for project approval, monitoring and report review.
