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Adama Kargbo and Oosman Samura live in Gboray-Layia village where they have raised five 
children who are now all adults.  They earn their livelihood by farming, and their children are 
now helping to support them.  Oosman is not well, and Adama has trouble with her eyesight, 
after years of cooking in a smoke-filled kitchen.  They have benefited greatly from the WRC-
supported Food Security project.  Many NGOs have come over the years, but the EFSL came to 
work.  Last year they were provided with seed rice to farm individually and as a group.  They 
were able to plant the rice, and realized a small harvest.  Additionally, Adama’s group received 
vegetable seeds, cassava cuttings and potato vines.  As a result of this assistance, their 
household food situation has improved.  They now have more variety in their diet.  Adama 
expressed deep-felt thanks to the EFSL and WRC for providing her family with this timely 
assistance.  Although she did not want to specify other needs they had, she asked that we not 
forget her and her family. 
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
