Nguyen Thi Thom is one of the CAMA micro-finance project 
participants.  She is 34 years old. She was born and lived in Luong Phong 
commune. Her husband is 34 years old. Both are farmers. They have 3 
children, one boy and two girls (12, 6, 4 years old).  Mrs. Thom’s family 
lived in a very simple brick house of 25 square meters.  
 
On June 12, 2009 she borrowed a loan of Vietnamese Dong (VND) 
2,000,000 ($ 111) and she used VND 440,000 ($24) to purchase 40 baby 
chickens. She spends about VND 450,000 ($25) for chicken food each 
month and the vaccine for chickens cost VND 100,000 ($5.55). After 4 
months those chickens laid eggs.  On average the chickens gave her 30 
eggs a day. She sells them at VND 2,000 (11¢) per egg. Her income-
generating activity calculated from June 2009 to February 2010 is as 
follows: 
 
Expense: 
Chicken value:   VND 440,000  
Food for chickens in 8months: VND 3,600,000 
Loan interest:    VND    192,000 
 
Profit: Income VND (30 eggs X 2000 X 120 days) – expenses (450,000 X 8 
+100,000 +192,000 + 440.000) = VND 2,868,000 ($ 159 for 8 months, and 
now the chicken lay regularly) 
 

The Luong Phong MED project really met Mrs. Thom’s credit need.  She wishes to receive more loans to expand her investment 
in chicken raising. The small profit from chicken investment and Mrs. Thom’s happy smile really encourages us to do our best to 
bring benefit to others. Mrs. Thom believes that her profit from chicken raising will increase in the next months. She expresses 
appreciation to CAMA and the donor for providing the loans to the commune.   
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
